VHF radio equipment that is in use on-board a boat or ship shall be equipped with channels in accordance with
the ITU Radio Regulations, Appendix 18.

VHF radio equipment that is in use on-board pleasure craft may be equipped with the channels L1 (155.500MHz)
and L2 (155,525MHz). In that case, those channels shall be used for communication between pleasure crafts. L1
and L2 may be used within the waters of the Nordic countries.

VHF radio equipment that are in use on-board fishing vessels may be equipped with the channels F1 (155,625
MHz), F2 (155,775 MHz), and F3 (155,825 MHz). In that case, those channels shall be used for communication
between fishing vessels. F1, F2 and F3 may be used within the waters of the Nordic countries.

Channel 70 may only be used for sending automatic digital selective call (DSC).

The channels AIS1 (161,975 MHz) and AIS2 (162,025 MHz) may only be used for AIS (Automatic
Identification System).

Information

Dependent on the class of ship, radio equipment on-board vessels shall be CE marked and comply with the
essential requirements as of Directive 2014/53/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 16 April
2014 on the harmonisation of the laws of the Member States relating to the making available on the market of
radio equipment and repealing Directive 2014/53/EU or the requirements as of Directive 2014/90/EU of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 23 July 2014 on marine equipment and repealing Council Directive
96/98/EC.

Reservation regarding registered ships:

The call sign could be changed to another call sign if the registration in the Swedish Transport Agency’s Register
of Ships has ceased or if the identity has been changed.
